Dear Mr. Scollay:

This is to bring you up to dats on the latest problem with
Jim Dyber in connection with Troop 164, and to ask you advice and
assistance in the matter.

As T told vou about a year ago, I learned that Jim was olanning

2 cance trip for the same time and place as ocur troop canoe trip, and
I wrote him the enclosed letter about it. Jim responded by telephone
and assured me that he had no intention of ‘teing part of our group,
vet this proved not to bYe the case. Unknown to him and to Harry
Leonard, then our scoutmaster and a close friend of Jgim's, I ckservaed
the actual rendezvcus that took place. Our trcop was delayed in its
start down the river for nearly an hour because of a leaky canoe;
congequently, Jim and his ccmranion (a former SPL of our trocp)--who
out in'at the same gener2l location as we--zot a considerable head-
start on us. Harry was obviously annoyed greatly by my insistence
uoon replacing the bad canoe (which would have floated for about ten
minutes). Zeing quite suspicicus, I drove down the river several
miles and pared my automobile near a larges bend where the river
became calm. Im a little while our group apoearsd in their canoes,
wherepon Jim and nis comcanion paddled out of the cove in which they
_had. teen waiting, and continued down the river in proximity with cur
group. Later, I learned frem my son, who was on the trip, that Jim
.had camped atout 50 yards from our camp, and that somes:of our scouts
visited him then. Because Harry had already announced his resignation
‘n June, T said nothing to him; and neither he nor Jim as vet knows
that T versonallv witnessed the double-crcss.

This year I backed intc the scoutrmastership--which I tcld the
Troop Committee T was willing to assume only through June and for
the purpose of giving them more time in which to acquire a permanant
scoutmaster--and decided not to nave the canoe-trip because of a
lack of qualifled adult leadership for that kind of adventure. Night
before last I learned that Jim had sent the enclosed communication to
sore of our active sccouts, and I received-a copy only last night. It
is my understanding that Jim has been working through my new assistant
scoutmaster, David Cheo, Wwho wa3 promoted to that office from SPS when
he became 18 in January of this year. I have made an apoointment with
Pavid for 3:00 p.m. tcday to get more details and straighten out the
matter.

Tou will recall that, about two mcnths ago, we discussed the
canoe trip situation as a reasult of infcrmation I had which sug-
gested that you were considering acting as one of the adult leade
on our Troop 144 trip this month, I stated that it was not.possi
for you to serve in that capacity and, further, that I was a 1itt
concerned abhout yeur visits to our CawOSLn4 5. Tou respcnded tiiat
you wWere not trying to get back into trcop activities through the
back door, but that you were thinking abcut‘brganizing a cance trip
of your own for some of ycur friends, I then said that, while the
tréop nas.no right to tell you that you can't have a cance tr rip
with ycur friends, you cculd not use th2 troocp for tne purposs:of
organizing it. I also thanked you for the assistance you had given
flarry Leonard in getting started as >coutra:ver, but I also said
I thought it was ahbout time you let Harry manage things alcne.

It has ceme to my attention that yvou spent a couple of keours
at cur last campout and tha® vou now are planning a cance trip for
the saxre time and place as ours. Jim, I did not intend that you
should interpret my earlier statements as a suggestion that you
could join our trip (or have u3s join vours) in this "coincidental”
way. Furthermore, if you have used visits Lo our campcuzs to re-
cruit our sccuts for your trip, that is net only improper, obut
completely incensistent with the termination of your relationship

with the troop.

I understand your affaction for Trcop 154 nd your friendshiz
for our sccuts, and I rsalize that it is rpersona lly very difficult
fer you to break off 30 suddenly from Sceouting., I wew think it is
time to cut the cord cemplately--for two reascas: Tirst, I nave
the fealing that teing around our trcep may ve toc great a st-rquo

for you to gst back into tae midst of thnings. Second, it 13 quite
difficult for a new scoutmaster to te the master under such circum-
stances--2specially when he has to follcw one with your rarticular
3kills and ability to create enthusiasm among beys. rnarry deserves
better than having to walk in your shadcw,.

Jim, you are making it hard on all of us. 7You are an intelli-
gent man and should understand that the only sensible course is for
you to discentinue nOﬂoléte;y vour coatact with our trcop and witn
our active scouts. I hcp2 you realiza that, as chairman of the
Trcop Cormlucaa, I cannot cermx* this situation to continue. I
you will make it. unrecessary fcr me teo bring the ocroblez hefors
committee at its meeting next week. oo ‘ :

West Hartford, Connecticut. Mr. Dyber is currently serving as an
Assistant Scoutmaster for Troop 146. Troop 146 operates ocut of the West
Hartford Methodist Church.

My client informs we that last night he was told by Robert Capuano, Troop
146's Scoutmaster, that he could no longer serve as an Assistant Scoutmaster.
When queried by my client, it appears that Mr. Capuano's orders came from
Dennis Kohl via Jerry Green. It appears that the alleged reason for the
dismissal is that my client was not a registered member of the Boy Scouts of

America.

Needless to say, my client is very much disturbed and distressed over last
night's conduct, especially when he was advised never to appear in a scout
uniform again. As the enclosed photocopy of my client's certificate
‘indicates, he is a bona fide registered Assistant Scoutmaster with the Boy
Scouts of America. I believe that an apology is in order and that this matter
should be rectified at once. If it is not, then stronger measures may be in

order.
In addition, my client has indicated to me that there is a personnel file in
your possession concerming his conduct in the Boy Scouts of America. Could

you please provide me with copies of each and every document contained
therein.
